Writing a Present Level of Performance for an IEP:

A well-written PLP includes:

· your child’s strengths and areas of weakness/concern

· what helps your child learn

· what limits or interferes with your child’s learning

· objective data from current evaluations

· how your child’s disability affects his ability to be involved and progress in the general education curriculum
